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Absences  

Parents are requested to call Highland Lakes Elementary and leave a message when 

their child is absent.  Call  (727) 724-1429 before 8:15 AM  to report child’s absence.  

Please leave a detailed message including ―child’s name‖, ―your name‖, ―teacher‖, rea-

son for absence, and ―date‖.  Messages are compared with our daily attendance data, 

and phone calls are made to confirm undocumented absences with parents. If a phone 

call is not made a written explanation must be received within one (1) day of a child's 

absence.  If no written notification is received, the absence is regarded as an 

"unexcused absence‖.  Should a student be out of school for family vacations/personal 

reasons, a parental request should be submitted to the principal forty-eight (48) hours in 

advance of this absence. *Acceptable reasons for absence include: illness of student, 

major illness in family, death in family, duration of religious holiday of the specific faith of 

student, subpoena of forced absence by any law enforcement agency, major disaster 

that would justify absence in the judgment of the administration.  Students are expected 

to attend school daily as required by Florida State Law. Student absences impact stu-

dent performance and learning. In addition, each absence impacts the learning of oth-

ers and requires additional planning to compensate for the loss of time and instruction. 

If the frequency of unexcused absences exceeds a prescribed amount, interventions 

are set into place. Chronic attendance problems will be referred to the school social 

worker and possibly to the state attorney’s office for investigation. If a child’s absence is 

extended due to illness, contact the school office for information regarding homebound 

instruction.     

Bus Transportation  

Transportation by bus is available to elementary students living two miles or more from 

school.  Only registered students may ride school buses.  Bus riders will only ride their 

assigned bus.  No approval will be given for a bus rider to ride a different bus. Students 

are to behave in an orderly manner and may be excluded from the school bus if they do 

not follow prescribed county regulations, both on the bus and at the bus stop.   

Campus Visits  

Anyone coming onto the campus must check in through the school office and receive a 

Visitor nametag to be worn while on campus.  The security of the school, students, and 

staff is very important.  The office will assist you with your needs. All classroom observa-

tions are to be scheduled through the school administrator and are by appointment only.  

When dropping off an item for the classroom, please leave it in the front office for deliv-

ery to your child’s classroom. All visitors are required to present a valid state issued ID 

upon entering the campus. The ID will be entered into our Raptor system. The system 

has the ability to provide alerts on people who may jeopardize the safety of our campus. 

We feel certain this will help us keep our campus safer, and ask for your cooperation in 

presenting your valid state issued ID when checking in at the school. 

Lost and Found  

Lost items can be retrieved in the cafeteria.  Small, valuable lost items are kept in the 

office.  All items not claimed during the year will be given to a charitable organization.  

Please label all of your child's personal items.  We strongly recommend that your child 

NOT bring items of value to school. 

Arrival 

Students may arrive on campus no earlier than 8:05 AM If they do not participate in the 

breakfast program or the YMCA's Before-School program, please do not drop off your 

children or allow them to arrive before 8:05 AM Staff members will not be on duty before 

that time to monitor students.  

Dismissal  

Students in K-5 will be dismissed by teachers and directed to the appropriate areas for 

dismissal. Prompt pickup of students is essential. Students should go directly home 

from school. They will not be permitted to go to another section of the campus or reen-

ter the building after dismissal. YMCA students will report directly to the on-site YMCA 

facility.  If a child is to go home a different way from normal, parent must submit this 

change in writing to the student’s teacher or front office staff. If a child needs to leave 

school early, his parent or designee must report to the office and show a driver’s license 

or other valid id to sign the child out. The child will be called to the office for early dis-

missal. Parents are not permitted to enter the building and remove a child without going 

through the office.  

Tardiness  

It is important that all students arrive promptly to class. Our teachers teach from bell to 

bell. If a student is tardy, not only do they miss valuable instruction, but their arrival is 

disruptive to instruction already in progress.  A tardy slip from the office is necessary for 

admittance to class when the student is late. Chronic tardiness will be reported to the 

school social worker for investigation.  A tardy of greater than 30 minutes is considered 

to be an extreme tardy by the state attorney.  Extreme tardiness will be reported to the 

state attorney for investigation under the Truancy Intervention Program. 

Student Code of Conduct  

The Code of Student Conduct rules are sent home during the first week of school.  

Please review this document with your children.  Sign the appropriate page and return 

the page to school.

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Lunch Debit Cards 

Highland Lakes Elementary has a computerized cash register system that 
electronically monitors the student’s lunch and ala carte selections. We can 
take advance payments for all lunchroom purchases and encourage parents to 
do so because there is less chance of a student losing their monies for lunch 
on a daily basis. Unlike a credit card that you can borrow against, the debit 
card must have money in the student’s account before they can draw from it.

Borrows for Lunch 

Children may borrow for lunch only. In the event the student borrows three 
times with no repayment then an alternate lunch of a cheese sandwich and a 
carton of white low fat milk will be provided to the student until the borrow is 
repaid.  No ala carte items will be allowed to be purchased until the lunch loan 
is repaid. Letters go home with the students who owe money at least two times 
a week. The cashier also stamps the child’s hand to remind them that they 
need money for their account and to let the parent or guardian know to send in 
money. Please do not hesitate to call the school if you have any questions or 
concerns. Sharon Waites is our cafeteria manager.

Gum/Candy/Food Items  

Gum and candy should not be brought onto the campus. We appreciate your 
help in this matter. 

Food Items, Snacks and Special Events 

Parents who would like to send snacks should call the school office or teacher 

to make sure the items are within the Pinellas County wellness guidelines. All 

snacks must comply with the district's nutrition standards and may not contain 

any low nutritional candy or dessert type items (cookies, cakes, cupcakes, pud-

ding, ice cream or frozen desserts, etc.). With principal permission, students 

may be given low nutritional foods, candy items or other restricted foods during 

the school day for up to three different school-approved events each year. 

These food items may not be given while school meals are being served.  

Home baked goods cannot be served to our students. Only store or bakery 

bought products in their original sealed container may be served to students for 

celebrations or snacks. Gum and candy shall not be brought onto campus by 

students. 

Before/After School Care 

The YMCA Program will provide before and after school care for Highland 
Lakes students. Please call Linda Thomas, YMCA Director at 467-9622 for 
information and registration. 

Toys 

No toys/trading cards/electronic items (CD/MP3 players, IPOD’s, radios and 
Game Boys, etc.,) should be brought to school. If a parent would like their child 
to carry a cell phone on school grounds a written request must be sent to ad-
ministration for permission. Once approved, the cell phone should be turned off 
and out of sight on campus. Students who attend the YMCA and other after 
school programs are not allowed to bring toys to school even if the after-school 

program offers permission. 

Rainy Days 

At dismissal time we request everyone’s cooperation in picking up his or her 
children on time. Please plan ahead with your child so he/she will know what to 
do on days when it is raining at dismissal. We are not equipped to have stu-
dents calling home or parents calling the office with messages. Please be as-
sured that your child will be supervised. Their safety is our utmost priority.  
Your patience and cooperation will be greatly appreciated on these days.  In 
the event of inclement weather, students may be held in the classrooms at the 
discretion of the administration. 

Field Trips 

It is a district policy that each child must return a Pinellas County School Board 
approved permission slip signed by a parent or guardian before going on a 
field trip. There are no exceptions to this district policy. 

All students will travel on the bus provided by the school. When chaperoning a 
field trip, parents are not allowed to bring pre-schoolers or children not regis-
tered in our school. Chaperones must be registered volunteers and  have had a 
completed background check in order to go on field trips.

Health and Safety Topic: Holiday Safety (See Display in Cafeteria) 
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Homework 

Homework is appropriate for all grade levels and will be assigned using the following 
criteria: 

1. Individualized for a child or group, or entire classroom based on skills that need 
reinforcement. 

2. Review for a child, small group, or entire classroom based on skills that a child or 
group has already mastered. 

3. Amount of homework: 
Primary grades (K-2) – no more than 20-30 minutes nightly. 
Written directions should be given by the teacher.  
Intermediate grades (3-5) – no more than 30-45 minutes nightly. 
Grade levels will plan so there is consistency throughout the level. 

4. Homework will not be used as a disciplinary measure. 

Communications 

Each individual teacher will determine their own means of communicating with their 
student’s parent's.  

Individual conferencing with a teacher can be arranged by sending a note with your 
child or the teacher will contact you regarding a conference when needed. 

Disaster Plan 

The following drills are conducted: fire drills, duck and cover, evacuation drills, and lock 
down drills. 

Safety Patrol 

The Highland Lakes Elementary Safety Patrol is composed mostly of fifth graders who 
are trained to assist children in the various aspects of safety around the school.  Patrols 
are assigned a specific post and all students are expected to follow their directions. 

Campus Security  

Highland Lakes Elementary is a closed campus for the security of all our students and 

staff. All gates will be locked at all times. Only students will be admitted to campus 

through the gates on either side of the administration building. School staff members 

will be on duty to admit students through the gates when students arrive.  Parents who 

have appointments for conferences with their child's teacher before or after school will 

need to enter through the front office and sign in. Parents and other visitors must wear a 

school visitor or school volunteer badge at all times while on campus.  

Clinic and Medications 

We do not have a full-time nurse or clinic volunteer, nor do we have facilities to care for 

sick children at school. If a student comes to the office because of illness, we will con-

tact the parent or person designated by the parent to come to the school to pick up the 

child. It is school board policy that an emergency number be provided for this purpose. 

The primary residential parent should complete the clinic card. Remember to update 

your phone numbers if they change during the year.  

If it is necessary for a student to take any form of medication, prescription or non-

prescription (including cough medicine, cough drops, Tylenol, etc.) an approved medi-

cation card must be kept on file in the office. The orange medication card for nonpre-

scription medications must be signed by the parent or guardian and the doctor. Pre-

scription medication must be presented to the school in the labeled, original container 

with directions from the pharmacy and the blue medication card must be signed by the 

parent or guardian. Medication cards may be obtained from school, pharmacy, or doc-

tor's office. A child may not keep medication of any kind with him at school. If the parent 

forgets to give a morning dosage before the child comes to school, we cannot adminis-

ter the dosage. The parent must come to school to give the medicine if they want the 

child to make up a missed dosage.

DUCT-  4 - DRESS CODE) 

The dress and grooming of District students shall be neat and clean, promoting 

a positive educational environment. Apparel that disrupts educational activities 

and processes of the school will result in the removal of the student from the 

regular school environment until acceptable apparel can be secured for the 

student. The administration will be the final judge about whether a student’s 

clothing is appropriate for school or whether it will create an environmental cli-

mate that is distracting to learning. Principals, faculty, and staff members will 

enforce the dress code. 

Individual schools may have additional dress and grooming requirements, if 

recommended by administrators, faculty, and staff, and if approved by a major-

ity of School Advisory Council (SAC) members. Notice of amended require-

ments must be provided to all parents in a timely manner through at least one 

(1) written or verbal communication and published in a document, such as the 

school handbook or student planner. 

Requirements for student dress in all schools are listed below: 

A. All shirts and blouses must cover midriff, back, sides, and all undergarments 

including bra straps at all times. All shirts, tops, and dresses shall have sleeves 

and cover the shoulders. 

B. Shorts, skirts, divided skirts, dresses and culottes are allowed. They must 

be mid-thigh length or longer. 

C. All trousers, pants, or shorts must totally cover undergarments, including 

boxer shorts. 

D. All clothing, jewelry, or tattoos shall be free of the following: profanity; violent 

images, wording or suggestion; sexually suggestive phrases or images; gang 

related symbols; alcohol, tobacco, drugs or advertisements for such products. 

E. Safe and appropriate footwear must be worn. Inappropriate footwear in-

cludes, but is not limited to, roller skates, skate shoes, and bedroom slippers.  

Further Clarification/Other Requirements: 

A. Form fitting leotard/spandex type clothing (including sport bras) is not al-

lowed unless proper outer garments cover it. 

B. See through or mesh fabric clothing may only be worn over clothing meeting 

requirements. 

C. Clothing must be appropriate size, with the waist of the garment worn at the 

student’s waist. 

D. Clothing not properly buttoned, zipped, fastened, or with inappropriate holes 

or tears shall not be worn. 

E. Clothing and footwear traditionally designed as undergarments or sleepwear 

shall not be worn as outer garments. 

F. Sunglasses may not be worn inside unless a parent provides a doctor’s note 

to the school. 

G. Bandanas or sweatbands are not allowed to be visible on school grounds 

during the regular school hours. 

H. Hats or other head coverings may be worn during outside P.E. activities and 

may not be worn during any portion of the regular school day without the ex-

pressed permission of the principal. 

I. If the school has a mandatory school uniform policy, the student must adhere 

to those requirements.
